1.   Present

3.   Minutes of previous meeting (13 February 2018)
The minutes of the previous meeting had been approved by the MCC.

4.   Updates
RR reported on the tidy-up on 7th.March. Five people attended. A general tidy-up took  place and collection of leaves and twigs .
RR has contacted Gareth Edwards and obtained keys for the recently installed notice-board. Some Council notices have to be displayed in it.
The census of stones will continue once the weather becomes more clement.

5.   Interpretation panels and leaflet
T.D. and Dianne Savage had been intending to produce a text for the panels but had not been able to meet before Dianne’s death. TD will work on this for the next meeting. Leaflets will be dealt with at a later date.
All agreed the MCC should be asked for copies, both of the grant application relating to the interpretation panel and any correspondence about it as, of the members of the subcommittee, only Dianne had had this information.
S.J. brought up her Edinburgh South West/ 702 Gazette magazine article on the group. She will make contact with the publishers as no-one has seen a recent copy.

6. Grant applications
It was agreed that the original development plan drawn up by Dianne Savage should be revisited to

    -Prioritise tasks
    -Amend plan as appropriate.
Then plans for projects that would require grant support could be drawn up.

An up-to-date E-mail list of those actively involved is required, bearing in mind the forthcoming changes in data protection regulations. SJ undertook to prepare a current e-mail contact list and update it at working parties and future meetings. (Note. The subsequently appointed Convener (item 8) was subsequently made aware that under the MCC Data Protection Policy that the responsibility for the personal data of those registered as being Friends of Morningside Cemetery was his.)

7. Matters raised by residents/supporters
Gareth Edwards had remarked favourably on the use to which the bench at the Morningsdie Drive entrance was put during funerals. He was still promising to see if any more benches were available (for location near the War Memorial?). 

8.  Appointment of Convener 
Three members of the FOC are on the MCC. TD is happy to take on the role of Convener (subject to the approval of the MCC).The group thanked him for this.

9. Tribute to Dianne Savage
FB suggested that a plaque in Dianne's memory should go on the bench by the Morningside Drive gate. A discussion followed on the wording: RR will ask Dianne's partner, Val.

10. AOB

DP suggested that a service should be held at the WW1 memorial in November.
An e-mail could be sent to Morningside Parish Church to ask the minister about their
plans to mark the Centenary of WW1.  The Armistice Event would be discussed at the next meeting.
